	
	
	



OLD DALBY SCHOOL 50:50 CLUB
The purpose of the 50:50 Club is to raise funds to help provide equipment, resources and opportunities for pupils attending Old Dalby CofE Primary School which are not funded by the Government.
RULES
1. The Old Dalby School 50:50 Club is a small society lottery open to anybody over the age of 16 who wishes to join. The application process includes Proof of Age verification. 
From 1st December 2021, numbers in Old Dalby School 50:50 Club can be gifted to anyone over the age of 16. Please see below to find out how.
2. You do not have to have children at the school to join our 50:50 Club.
3. The cost of each number is £2 per month (£24 per year). There is no limit to the number of numbers, you can buy.
4. You can choose your number, subject to availability.
5. You will be given a membership number on registration. This number is to be used as the payment reference when setting up your Standing Order.
6. You must pay for your number(s) by Standing Order - either monthly or annually. The Standing Order payment date is the 1st day of the month for monthly payments. For annual payments, the first payment will be made on the 1st day of the month and then every year following. The Standing Order will continue until you give your bank instruction to stop it. One-month notice of cancellation is requested by the PTA.
7. The PTA will use a random number generator app. to draw the winning number on the 7th day of every month.  Where the 7th day falls on a weekend or a school holiday, the draw will be made on the first day the school re-opens to children.
8. There will be one prize per month. This will be 50% of the membership income for that month (e.g., income £40 = prize £20). The other 50% will be donated to Old Dalby CofE Primary School by Old Dalby CofE Primary School PTA.   
9. Numbers will only be entered into the draw if the relevant subscription payment is up to date. There will be no roll-over. 
10. Unless otherwise advised, a member will be considered to have left the 50:50 club if his/her subscription renewal remains unpaid for a period of 1 month and their number(s) will be offered for sale to someone else.
11. The winner will be notified by email. Winnings will be paid by bank transfer, or if this is not possible, by cheque. Bank account details or payee name and address will be requested so winnings can be paid. The information requested will be followed up with 2 more requests sent by email within the first month of winning. If the details are not provided after 6 months of the draw, the winnings will be placed into PTA funds.
12. The PTA will endeavour to pay the winnings by bank transfer within 48 hours of the account details being received from the winner. The PTA will endeavour to ensure that any cheque will be posted within 5 days of the payee's name and postal address being received. The details will be destroyed as soon as the payment has been made.
13. The winning number and winner's name for each month may be posted in the school newsletter, school and PTA Facebook pages and the Parish magazine.
14.  In case if any dispute the decision of the Committee is final.

GIFTING AN OLD DALBY SCHOOL 50:50 NUMBER 
From 1st December 2021, you can purchase an Old Dalby School 50:50 Club gift voucher – a perfect present or stocking filler.
Complete the application form, choosing the ‘3rd Party’ box on the form for question 4 ‘Are you applying to buy numbers for yourself or to gift to a third party?’. Please note that you and the gift recipient must both be over the age of 16. Age verification will be completed for each. If the age verification for the recipient of the gift voucher is not successful, or the gift voucher is not redeemed within the redemption period, Old Dalby School PTA will retain your payment as a donation. A separate application will need to be completed if you wish to gift numbers to more than one person.
There are 2 gift voucher options.
Option 1 – you choose the number(s) you are gifting to someone
Option 2 – allows the gift recipient to choose their number(s)
ALL NUMBERS ARE SUBJECT TO AVAILABILITY
If you choose Option 1:
· you will pick from the number(s) currently available when completing the application form, as well as completing the name of the intended recipient of the gift
· Once your application form has been submitted and your age verification has been completed successfully, you will be sent the PTA bank account details and payment instructions. Numbers are £24 for 12 consecutive draws. Only annual payment is available when buying a gift voucher.
· Once your payment has been received, a gift voucher will be emailed to you showing the number(s) you have chosen. This gift voucher is ready to be gifted to your chosen recipient.
· Upon receipt, the recipient will need to contact the PTA within one month of the issue date on the voucher to redeem the gift voucher; this will include verification of their age. Once this has successfully completed, the number(s) gifted will be entered into the next 12 consecutive draws.

If you choose Option2:
· You will complete the application form, answering ‘No’ when asked if you wish to choose a number(s). You will need to advise how many numbers you are gifting and will be asked to complete the name of your intended recipient of the gift.  
· Once your application form has been submitted and your age verification has been completed successfully, you will be sent the PTA bank account details and payment instructions. Numbers are £24 for 12 consecutive draws. Only annual payment is available when buying a gift voucher.
· Once your payment has been received, a gift voucher will be emailed to you. Showing the number of number(s) you are gifting. This gift voucher is ready to be gifted to your chosen recipient.
· Upon receipt, the recipient will need to redeem their gift voucher within 12 months of its issue; this will include verification of age. Once this has successfully completed, and their number(s) have been chosen, the number(s) gifted will be entered into the next 12 consecutive draws.

Once you have handed the gift voucher to your chosen recipient, any winnings derived from that ticket belong to them, and them alone.
